‘Giving Plus’

Every £1 that you give to St Peter’s is worth
£1.28 if it is given through the Gift Aid Scheme,
because the Scheme allows us to reclaim
from the Government the tax paid on the
money you give.

To enable us to reclaim the tax and increase the
value of your gift you need to complete and sign
the Gift Aid Declaration overleaf.

When you have signed it, please consider how
you would like to give to St Peter’s. There are
two options.

You can instruct your bank to set up a Standing
Order to St Peter’s. This means that St Peter’s
can budget effectively and that you don't have to
remember your money every Sunday morning.

Alternatively, you can join the St Peter’s weekly
envelope scheme.
